Student Behavior Expectation: 
NCS will not be the only group staying at the University.  Be courteous of others around 
you.  There is no daily room service, so keep your rooms neat and clean.  Leave your rooms in the 
same, if not better, condition than you found them.  You will be responsible for your personal items 
and dorm keys. All rules and regulations in the Student Handbook will be enforced.   
 
At SOU dorms, cafeteria and classrooms:

-No switching rooms for any reason

At the Theater: 
-Absolutely no talking at all during the performance 
-No running or horseplay during intermission, no climbing over seats or propping feet up

--Dress Code: Clean, dress casual clothes  
 
Packing list: 
Students should pack clothes suitable for attending school and 2 evening performances. The 
weather is expected to be in the high 70’s during the day and 40’s at night. The plays are outdoors 
and include intermissions where concessions will be sold. We encourage students to dress up they 
want, but a dress shirt and clean bottoms are just fine with the addition of a sweater or light jacket 
as evenings cool off quite a bit. Below are items students MUST pack:

 Sleeping bag/pillow  
 Towel for showering 
 Shower Shoes 
 School and Theatre Clothes  
 PJ’s  
 Toiletries (shampoo, soap, toothbrush, lotion, deodorant)  
 Money (2 lunches, concessions and bookstore/souvenir)  

 
Chaperone Responsibilities: 
Chaperones number one priority is student safety. Before driving, take a picture of every student in 
your care. Carry your chaperone packets at all times. 
 
Chaperones are responsible for supervising their group at all times! Chaperones must review and 
reinforce expectations with their group throughout the trip. Chaperones must know where their 
students are roomed, know where students are seated in the plays, know their group class 
schedule and attend classes with their group. Chaperones will perform room checks until halls are 
completely silent.  



 
Directions to Lunch Stop in Weed, CA

From Interstate 5: 
Take exit 745 toward S. Weed 
Turn Right onto E. Vista Dr. 
 
Directions to Southern Oregon University 
(Wait to unload at Cox Hall until bus arrives. Parking permits will be provided.) 
 
70 more miles to get to Ashland from Weed: 
Continue on 1-5 
Take exit 11 to merge onto OR-99 N towards Siskiyou Blvd. 
Make left at Frances Ln (look for Starbucks) 
Turn Right into SOU Cox Hall parking lot- Check in to the office for your parking passes and wait 
for the bus. 
 
Directions to Ashland Shakespeare Festival (Angus Bower Theatre) 
ASF is about 5 minutes away from SOU. Driving chaperones must drive the same students to and 
from the plays. Parking can be a challenge. Please designate some time to find parking spots. 
Drivers will need to obtain a 4 hour spot which can be located on Main Street or Pioneer Street. 
There is also a paid garage off Pioneer St., turn left on Hargadine Street. 
 
From SOU: 
Turn L onto Siskiyou Blvd. 
Make u-turn at Ashland St 
Continue on Lithia Wy. 
Turn L at N. Pioneer 
Theatre on your right: 15 S. Pioneer St. 
 
Directions to Mt. Shasta Mall (lunch stop on the way home) 
The Charter Bus will stop for lunch at around 11:00 in Redding. The directions below will lead 
drivers to a mall that has a food court. Because drivers may not be driving their entire group, meet 
Mrs. Novello and Mr. Workman in the parking lot in front of Borders.

Exit 2C for Hilltop Dr.
