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Classroom Goals 

The goal of Expressions is to expose students to the Arts and introduce them to multiple ways of self-expression. In addition to Art, this class will practice specific life skills to prepare our students for the future. 

Classroom Expectations

Late work will not be accepted in class and can only be turned in through study lab. Students have two weeks from the due date to turn late work in to study lab for partial credit with the exception of Long-term projects, which are unacceptable if turned in late.

Grading Criteria

Success in Expressions will result from student effort on many levels. Grading the process as well as the product involves more than evaluating quality. Students will need to be responsible daily for bringing the appropriate supplies to class. If supplies are not brought to class, the student won't be able to participate. Materials and supplies that students will be responsible for will be posted on the Expressions Homework Web Page. This site needs to be checked daily.

Public Speaking Wednesdays (7th/8th) can be expected throughout the year. Check our web page for speech topics and designate time at home that students may practice.
