Portfolio:
 To insure that students are able to create a portfolio that truly reflects their efforts over the course of the year; assignments must be saved until the end of each trimester.  We suggest that sixth graders keep their portfolios at school in their desks to file graded work as it is handed back.  Please ask your student to bring home his/her portfolio frequently to review his/her work.  At the end of each trimester, students will choose what assignments they would like to keep permanently and bring home their portfolio with their DEP (report card) to review with you. 

Homework and Late Policies:
Math homework will be assigned Monday through Thursday night with an occasional assignment or project requiring weekend work.  Assignments will be posted daily in the classroom and on Ms. Hanson’s website.  I anticipate 20 -30 minutes each night for homework:  if a student is spending more than an hour on an assignment, please contact me so we can discuss the situation.  Students should bring their completed homework to class each day, as we will often grade it together in class.  Students must show all their work and how they arrived at their answer to receive full credit:  the process is as important as the product!  Assignments should also be labeled with the proper heading to be considered complete. Late work is not accepted in class.  Assignments that are less than two weeks late may be turned in through study lab for up to 50% credit.  

Absent Work:
Students will be required to complete assignments even when absent.   As stated before, assignments can be found on the teacher website, and notes can be copied from the teacher or another student if they were given.   A student has as many days to complete an assignment as they were absent.  However, zero credit will be given to assignments that are not turned in in a timely manner. 
Support and Enrichment:  
Students needing help or extra support will be asked to attend an after school club called RAMP.  Other programs will be offered during the year as well with specific days and times to be announced.
